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Burned Forests of Tekirdağ Şarköy to Turn Green Again with Akfen 

Continuing its social responsibility initiatives in its 50th year, Akfen Holding has taken action to restore 

the forest areas damaged by the wildfire that recently occurred in the Şarköy district of Tekirdağ, which 

caused significant destruction across a wide forested area. 

Within the scope of the project organized by Tekirdağ City Hospital, operated by Akfen Hospital 

Services, 10,000 saplings are being planted in the forest area damaged by last summer’s wildfire in 

Şarköy under the slogan “Hope for the Soil, Breath for the Future.” 

Following the wildfire that recently struck the Şarköy district of Tekirdağ, causing extensive damage to 

forested areas, Akfen Holding took action to support the restoration of the region. Within the scope of the
